 I read this for next month’s book club “what your kids are reading” pick. At first I    
thought I wouldn’t enjoy it because of the “other-worldly” aspect of it. I’ve met enough ghouls 

and goblins in the pages of Stephen King books to last a lifetime. But that wasn’t the main focus. 

Character was. It was a good story with a strong main character.  
 

 My favorite quote probably means something more to me today than it would have if I’d 

read this book while I was in high school. Still a good thought: “But forgiveness . . . I’ll hold on 

to that fragile slice of hope and keep it close, remembering that in each of us lie good and bad, 
light and dark, art and pain, choice and regret, cruelty and sacrifice. We’re each of us our own 

chiaroscuro, our own bit of illusion fighting to emerge into something solid, something real. 

We’ve got to forgive ourselves that. I must remember to forgive myself. Because there’s an aw-
ful lot of gray to work with. No one can live in the light all the time."  

 

 This is the first book in a trilogy. At the end of the book, the author is 
asked, “Can you tell us anything about the road Gemma will travel in Rebel An-

gels, the companion to A Great and Terrible Beauty?”  

 

Answer: “I could tell you. But then I’d have to kill you.”  
 

 The author is funny, and the story is great. I might just have to see for myself 

what happens in the next two books.
